Foot Notes: Just as a reminder, for safety reasons stu-
dents are expected to wear sneakers that are tied se-
curely during PE classes.

Sandals, crocks, slippers and foot wear
with leather bottoms or high heels are not appropriate
for PE classes. Please help your child remember to
wear or bring sneakers to school on PE days. I also ask
that children wear loose fitting clothes that will allow
them to gain full range of movement but not so loose
or baggy that will interfere with their movement or
becomes a safety issue.

It is my goal to be outside as much as we can and we
will be participating in many outside activities during
the winter as possible. Children need to be prepared
to go outside on cool days. I also suggest that children
bring an extra pair of footwear and socks to school due
to wet grass. I appreciate your support on these mat-
ters.

School Health Notes: Fire Safety Fran writes,
This Thursday morning, our local fire department visit
us to talk about fire safety. Here are some of the points
they will be making:

¥  Make sure that you have working smoke alarms in
your home. Pick at date you can remember and
change the battery yearly on that date. When a
smoke alarm sounds, it warns you that there is a
fire.

¥  There should be a fire extinguisher on every level
of your home.

¥ Plan an escape route with your family. Know two
ways out of each room (door & window) and have
a designated spot for everyone to meet once they

are out of the house. Make a map of your house
and mark all the exit routes.

¥ If your smoke alarm goes off, remember to: 1. Get
out of the house fast and never go back in. 2.
Never hide from a fire under a bed or in a closet.
3. Don’t stop to take anything with you — just get
out.

¥  If there is smoke, crawl low under it. Itis easier to
breathe near the floor, where the air is cooler and
cleaner. If your door is closed test the door with
the back of your hand before opening it. If it is
hot, don’t open it. Fire could be on the other side.
Use your second way out. If you can’t open the
window or it is too high up, signal for help by
waving your hands or a bright colored object.

¥ Never be afraid of firefighters, even if their outfits
look scary.

¥ Never play with matches, lighters or other thing
that can burn you. Some examples of things that
can burn you are: matches, candles, hot pot on
stove (make sure to turn the handles to the back of
the stove), hot iron, hot coffee or any hot beverage,
fireplaces or stoves, coffee maker, containers of
food heated in a microwave, fireworks are just a
few.

¥ If your clothes catch fire, STOP, DROP AND
ROLL.

¥ Learn how to report a fire. Call from a place out-
side of the burning building. Give all the informa-
tion you are asked (Name, phone number, ad-
dress) and don’t hang up until you are told to do
sO.

¥ Campfires — build campfires in designated areas
only. Always make sure your fire is out before
leaving the campground. Never have open flames
in or near a tent (pitch your tent about 15 feet away
from the fire pit).

Most children, at one time or another, express an inter-

est in fire. Supervising a child in the proper way to

light matches is a good way to show them fire safety.

As adults if we set a good example in the use of fire

and good safe practices, our children will do the same.
